A New Beginning

Deuteronomy 10


Introduction:
In the last chapter we saw that the people turned away from God; made an idol out of gold and in anger Moses comes down from the mountain and throws the Ten Commandments and they are shattered. God is willing to destroy the people and start over with Moses but Moses intercedes on their behalf. And now we come to chapter 10 and there is a New Beginning.

Bible Study

1. God tells Moses to bring two more stone tablets up the mountain and I will give the people the Ten Commandments again. This is a New Beginning. What I see is second chances and God’s patience with us. VS 1

2. Moses is only about a month and half away from his death but God is still working on Moses. In Vs 2 God tells Moses that he was the one who broke the commandments in his anger. That tells me that God is working on me to the day of my death.

3. We have the mention of the wooden chest, the Ark of the Covenant and we discovered that Moses made the ark. It seems the timing would indicate that God had Moses build the Ark to protect the Ten Commandments from being broken again. 

4. We are told that Moses put the Ten Commandments in the Ark and so the Ten Commandments are in the Ark as Moses is talking with the people.

5. Look at verse 5 Moses did just as the Lord Commanded. Isn’t Moses the most spiritual of the Israelites at this point?. They were disobedient and he intercedes for them; He does exactly what God says but he is not the one going into the Promised Land, they are.

6. In order to deal with the Israelites sin problem God set up an enduring priesthood. It was originally to be Aaron and his sons and the firstborn of all the families. But God swapped the first borns for the Levites as a blessing to the Levites.
7. The Levi’s inheritance was God so they were not to be given any property of their own.

8. Moses stayed on the mountain 40 days but you must understand there was a gap between the 1st 40 days and the 2nd 40 days. He had to chisel out the stone and he had to build the ark before he went up the mountain the second time.

9. In verse 11 God gives Moses instruction to lead this people to God’s promises. And we are still called to do that today.

10. What did God require of Israel.

a. Fear the Lord- to have  a reverential honor toward God.

b. To walk in His ways- To live our lives after the pattern he has set for us.

c. To love set- to set our affections toward Him.

d. To serve the Lord

e. To keep His Commandments

f. All these things that He is asking us to do is for our own good.

11. In Vs 14 He tells Israel that you need to do these things because you are a called out people.  You are different from all other people of the world because I have given you special attention.
12. In vs 17-22 there is a call to obedience, reverence and compassion.
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
