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Introduction:

The writer of Proverbs tells his son to be aware that throughout his life, he will run across people that by their very nature are evil.

So, the writer of Proverb want to make his son aware of what they people do and what will happen to them in an effort to get him to avoid them.

Body:

1. There are some people who will never change their evil ways.

VS 12- A scoundrel and villain…

VS 15- Therefore disaster will overtake him in an instant

A. This passage of Scripture doesn’t talk about the scoundrel and villain changing. It talks about them going into judgment.

B. There are some people who will never change. The problem is that we don’t know who they are, only God does.

C. Romans 9:22 reveals that some are made for destruction. What if God, choosing to show his wrath and make his power known, bore with great patience the objects of wrath- prepared for destruction?
2. People who perform evil acts generally run in packs rather than alone.

VS 12-13 who goes about with a corrupt mouth, who winks with his eyes, signals with his feet and motions with his fingers.

A. All those actions have no benefit unless that person runs with one or more people that exhibit a similar lifestyle.

B. You read your paper and you will see more often than not that a person acting in an evil way usually has an accomplice.

3. A person who is outwardly evil has to be inwardly evil. 

VS 14- who plots evil with deceit in his heart.

A. I hear all the time, my child may do some bad things sometimes but he is basically a good boy. That goes contrary to Matthew 15:18-19.

B. It you do evil acts it is because you have an evil heart. If you do good acts it is because you have a good heart.

4. An evil person is never comfortable in a peaceable situation. He or she must stir up strive.

VS 14- He always stirs up dissension.

A. Notice that the writer of Proverb describes the evil person as ALWAYS stirring up dissension.

B. The evil person is totally uncomfortable in a situation that is peaceable.

5. Every evil person has their day to do their evil. God allows an evil person to do his evil for a season.

VS 15- Therefore disaster will overtake him in an instant

A. The implication is that the evil person has his or her time to do their evil before the judgment occurs.

B. God is telling you and I that we will come in contact with evil people throughout our lives because God is patient about executing his wrath on evil people.

6. No evil person will escape the judgment or have an excuse before the judge.

VS 15- he will suddenly be destroyed- without remedy. 

A. There is no hint in the mind of the Proverb writing that the evil person will escape the judgment.

B. Nor is there any hint in the mind of the Proverb writer that the evil person would find some excuse so that he can escape.

6. The writer of proverbs is certain of the judgment because the evil person does the things that God hates.

VS 16-18 There are six things the Lord hates

Seven that are detestable to him.

A. Look at the parallels:
a. A corrupt mouth…  a lying tongue
b. Winks with his eye… haughty eyes
c. Signals with his feet…feet that are quick to rush into evil.
d. Motions with his fingers…hands that shed innocent blood
e. Who plots evil with deceit in his heart… a heart that devises wicked schemes
f. He always sties up dissension… vs 19
B. I know that God will judge him because God hates the actions of the wicked.

Conclusion:

Avoid the evil person because their judgment is certain because God hates their action. Don’t think that because it appears that they are getting away with something it goes unnoticed by God.
