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Introduction:

I. The Origin of Satan
a. He is a created being.

i. Ezekiel 28:13 …on the day you were created they were prepared.

ii. Ezekiel 28:15- You were blameless in your ways from the day that you were created.
1. There is no question that the Bible is clear: Satan is a created being.
b. He was most likely created during the six days of creation. However, some scholar might say that he was created in ages past. Let me share why I believe that he was created during the creation period.
i. Genesis 1:31- Thus the heavens and the earth were completed in all their vast array.

ii. The reference to the heavens would also include where God ruled. So creation may not have been limited to just what was occurring on earth. Moses may have written just what was occurring on earth, but sums up for us that other things were happening beyond what is written in Genesis.
c. Everything God created was for a specific purpose.
i. Col. 1:16 (NIV) For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him. 

1. In Satan’s case, he was purposed to guard Eden.

ii. Ezekiel 28:13-14- You were in Eden, the garden of god…You were anointed as a guardian cherub for so I ordained you.

1. In that capacity, we see that Satan has access to heaven.
iii. Ezekiel 28:14- You were on the Holy Mount of God; you walked among the fiery stones.
iv. Isaiah 14:12   How you have fallen from heaven,        O morning star, son of the dawn! You have been cast down to the earth…
d. In the Garden, God judges the devil because of his deception. 

i. Genesis 3:15 And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; he will crush your head, and you will strike his heel."

1. Therefore, what I am saying is that Satan’s fall occurred between Genesis 2& 3 and not time earlier. If so, then no need to judge Satan here.
II. His Past Work

a. He tempted Adam & Eve with the exact thing that he wanted.

i. Genesis 3:4-5 "You will not surely die," the serpent said to the woman. [5] "For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil." 

1. The temptation of Adam & Eve is the exact same thing that tempted Satan.

ii. Isaiah 14:14 I will ascend above the tops of the clouds; I will make myself like the Most High."
b. He accessed heaven to speak against Job.
i. Job 1:6-7 One day the angels came to present themselves before the Lord, and Satan also came with them. [7] The Lord said to Satan, "Where have you come from?"  Satan answered the Lord, "From roaming through the earth and going back and forth in it." 

1. We know that in the Tribulation period, Satan will be expelled from heaven permanently. Up to that time, he has free access to heaven.
ii. Rev. 12:7-9 And there was war in heaven. Michael and his angels fought against the dragon, and the dragon and his angels fought back. [8] But he was not strong enough, and they lost their place in heaven. [9] The great dragon was hurled down--that ancient serpent called the devil, or Satan, who leads the whole world astray. He was hurled to the earth, and his angels with him. 

c. He led some angels astray and they eventually end up confined in hell. 
i. Genesis 6:1-2  When men began to increase in number on the earth and daughters were born to them, [2] the sons of God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful, and they married any of them they chose. 

1. As result of their sin they were sent to hell
ii. 2 Peter 2:4  For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but sent them to hell, putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment; 

1. Hell in the Greek is Tartarus.

2. We discover in Jude that they are bound in chains for judgment in Tartarus. Tartarus referred to the infernal region of hell.
iii. Jude 1:6   And the angels who did not keep their positions of authority but abandoned their own home--these he has kept in darkness, bound with everlasting chains for judgment on the great Day. 

III. His present Work in the church age
i. 2 Thes. 2:1-4 Concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being gathered to him, we ask you, brothers, [2] not to become easily unsettled or alarmed by some prophecy, report or letter supposed to have come from us, saying that the day of the Lord has already come. [3] Don't let anyone deceive you in any way, for that day will not come until the rebellion occurs and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the man doomed to destruction. [4] He will oppose and will exalt himself over everything that is called God or is worshiped, so that he sets himself up in God's temple, proclaiming himself to be God. 

1. His two major tools are false teaching and persecution.
2. It will be those same two methods that he will use in the tribulation.

ii. Persecution: Rev. 6:10-11     They called out in a loud voice, "How long, Sovereign Lord, holy and true, until you judge the inhabitants of the earth and avenge our blood?" [11] Then each of them was given a white robe, and they were told to wait a little longer, until the number of their fellow servants and brothers who were to be killed as they had been was completed.
iii. False Teachers: Matthew 24:23-24  At that time if anyone says to you, 'Look, here is the Christ!' or, 'There he is!' do not believe it. [24] For false Christs and false prophets will appear and perform great signs and miracles to deceive even the elect--if that were possible. 
IV. The Future of Satan

i. Rev.6:10-11

1. He will persecute the people of God unmercifully.
ii. Rev. 20:1-3  And I saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key to the Abyss and holding in his hand a great chain. [2] He seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the devil, or Satan, and bound him for a thousand years. [3] He threw him into the Abyss, and locked and sealed it over him, to keep him from deceiving the nations anymore until the thousand years were ended. After that, he must be set free for a short time. 

1. Satan will bring his armies to do battle with Christ at the Battle of Armageddon.

2. He is thrown into the Bottomless Pit for 1000 tears.

3. The False Prophet and the Beast are thrown into the lake of Fire at the Battle of Armageddon.
iii. Rev. 19:20  But the beast was captured, and with him the false prophet who had performed the miraculous signs on his behalf. With these signs he had deluded those who had received the mark of the beast and worshiped his image. The two of them were thrown alive into the fiery lake of burning sulfur. 

1. Satan does not suffer the same fate because God has one more thing for him.
iv. Rev. 20:7-8 When the thousand years are over, Satan will be released from his prison [8] and will go out to deceive the nations in the four corners of the earth--Gog and Magog--to gather them for battle. In number they are like the sand on the seashore. 

1. This way all mankind must decide to follow God or follow Satan. No man has been exempted from making that decision.
v. Rev. 20:10And the devil, who deceived them, was thrown into the lake of burning sulfur, where the beast and the false prophet had been thrown. They will be tormented day and night for ever and ever. 

1. Satan is thrown into the Lake of Fire. 

2. Notice they do not die but rather are tormented.
