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Introduction:

1. Recap The people complained that they did not want to go into the Promised Land.

2. Caleb attempted to quite the people but Moses and Aaron said nothing.

3. The people chose for themselves a new leader and Moses and Aaron bow to the wishes of the people.

4. Caleb and Joshua speak up that God will bring us through and when the sermon has ended the people wanted to stone them.

5. God showed up at the Tabernacle and Moses intercedes for the people. The Lord forgives but none of this generation will enter the Promise Land but Caleb.

6. And now we pick up with Number 14:26.

Body:

1. The Israelites when they were complaining about Moses and Aaron little did they realize that they were complaining against God. Look at verse 27- “I have heard the complaints that the children of Israel have made against me. The warning is pretty simple be careful who you might be complaining about because you might be complaining about God.

2. The people age 20 years and older who were numbered part of the census taken would die in the wilderness. Remember the purpose of the census was to number the fighting men now that census is actually the listing of those who would die in the wilderness. Vs. 29

3. Caleb will enter the Promised Land because he stood up for the Lord when no one else did. Joshua will enter the Promised Land because he will be the replacement for Moses. And here in vs. 30, Moses now knows for the first time that he will not enter the Promised Land.

4. In vs. 3, the people cry that the wives and children will be victims. But God tells them in vs. 31 that the little ones will be the victors. They will enter into the Promised Land. This tells me that He hears everything we say and response to it.

5. Their occupation in the wilderness will be shepherds. And the children will bear the brunt of your sin because they will have to wait in the wilderness until you die off.

6. They will be shepherds and they will have to look after sheep. Just as God was their shepherd and they was the sheep. God is going to put the shoe on their foot.  

7. They will spend 40 years in the wilderness for each day they were spying in the Promised Land. 

8. In vs. 37- the ten spies who issued the bad report didn’t even get to live the 40 days in the wilderness. They died by the plague.

9. At the end of vs. 38 only Joshua and Caleb are alive of the twelve spies that went into the land.

10. In vs. 25 God tells them to go back into the wilderness by way of the Red Sea.  By in their disobedience they say that we have done wrong and now we want to go into the Promised Land. 
11. And Moses calls it what it is just more disobedience.  Here is the point: there is a place where God has said I have had enough.

12. They go up the mountain but are pushed back by the Amalekites and the Canaanites.
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
