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Today’s sermon takes us to the Heavenly Courtroom and the Holy Spirit of God is on the stand testifying. The first thing that I notice is that He does not testify about Himself but rather He testifies about Jesus and His work to save man. The Holy Spirit will always point you to the Father through the Son and never to Himself.


If you listen to man, he will attempt to point you to Father but he will point you in every direction other than Jesus. He will tell you that if you want to get close to God then do good works. Good works are great but they will not bring you to Jesus. You need to find Jesus and then do good works.


If you listen to man he will tell you that you need to join a certain denomination and that denomination will help you to get to the Father. There is nothing wrong with joining a denomination of believers who are like minded in their practice of their faith. But no denomination will get you to the Father- only Jesus. And when you  get to heaven you won’t find any denominations up there.  You will only find people who gave their heart and life to Jesus. That’s right! There are no Baptist in heaven!


If you listen to man he will tell you that being generous to the church and God’s work will get you to the Father. Sorry, but God does not need your money; He owns the cattle on a thousand hills. Giving money in politics may get you a visit with the political candidate but giving money don’t get you close to the Father-only Jesus. Jesus is the One who gets me close to the Father. And then after I give not because of it earns me something but because I want to be obedient to God. 


If you going point people to the Father then point them to Jesus!
