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Introduction:

There are times that I struggle with trying to figure out what God is trying to do in my life. There are times that He seems like He is doing nothing at all as I struggle in my problem. There are other times that He is doing something but I don’t know how that is going to help my present situation. And yet there are still other times that instead of solving my problem it seems that God has allowed something else to be added to my problem making it seem worse to me. And so, honestly, I struggle with knowing what God is doing in my life.
So when I come across a Scripture that tells me about God doing something in my life I pay pretty close attention to it. I came across one such Scripture this week in Ecclesiastes and I spent my whole week focusing on what this passage is trying to teach me. So I want to share with you this morning what I have learned.

Turn with me in your Bibles to:

Ecclesiastes 3:14 (NKJV) 
14 I know that whatever God does, It shall be forever. Nothing can be added to it, And nothing taken from it. God does it, that men should fear before Him. 

Body:
1. When I don’t know what God is doing in my life I must trust that He is still doing.
Ecclesiastes 3:14 (NKJV) 
14 I know that whatever God does… 
A. Solomon is saying I know that God does but I don’t know what He does. Solomon had no question that God is doing something in his life. And here he is the wisest of the wise and He says “whatever” God does. Even Solomon sometimes didn’t know what God was doing and so how can I expect to know what God is doing in my life all the time.

B. I can tell you this though: As I struggle with financial problems in my life, God is doing. As I struggle in my relationships, God is doing. As I struggle with my health, God is doing. As I struggle with my self esteem, God is doing.
C. I should have no question that God is doing something in my life even today and if you are a child of God you should have no question that God is doing something in your life. However, we all stand together in that God may chose not to tell you and me exactly what He is doing.  And so whatever He is doing, I know He is doing even if I don’t know what it is.
D. This tells me that I serve a God who doesn’t just sit up in heaven on His throne but He chooses to be actively involved in my life and your life. And He does “whatever” in my life.
2. When God does something in my life it is not going to be a quick fix; it is going to solve the problem once and for all.
Ecclesiastes 3:14 (NKJV) 
14 … It shall be forever.  

A.  So many of our prayers to God are prayers requesting  a quick fix. “God, what I need done, I need done now.” And I have discovered quick fixes don’t last. Have you ever tried to do a quick fix on something that is broken around the house?  How long does it last? If it is anything like my quick fixes, it will not be long. And what I end doing is calling the professional and getting them to come in and fix it so it will last.
C. If God fixes your marriage, It is going to last. If God fixes your health, it is going to last. If God touches something it is going to be fixed.  

D. I cannot recall anyone in the Scriptures having to come back to Jesus again because the miracle He performed didn’t last.  I know of no one in the Bible that had to be re-saved because the first salvation God gave them didn’t last.
E. When God fixes something, it is fixed.
3. When God does something in my life, He doesn’t need my help to get it done but He sometimes allows me to participate.
Ecclesiastes 3:14 (NKJV) 
14 …Nothing can be added to it... 

A.  God doesn’t need my plan to solve the problem. He got His own plan. He doesn’t need my help to get it done because He has all the angels of heaven at His disposal to get it done.
B. When Sarah came up with a plan to have a child, God didn’t need her plan. When Abraham had relations with Hagar, God didn’t need his help to bring the promised heir into the world.

C. Because God doesn’t need my help it does not mean that He does not allow us to participate in his plan. It was God’s plan to bring the Israelites out of Egypt but He allowed Moses to participate in the plan. But I got to recognize that it is His plan and not my plan and it is only by His grace that I am allowed to participate in it.
4. When God does something in my life, I don’t have to worry that the enemy is going to steal something from God’s plan so it can not be accomplished.

Ecclesiastes 3:14 (NKJV) 
14 …And nothing taken from it… 

A. When I was growing up my daddy would play a game with me where he would hold something tight in his hand and I would try to pry open his finger to get to the prize. But I was never successful-  I could not get to what he was holding. Whatever he had in his hand it was secure.
B.  And no body is successful in stealing God’s plan so that it can not be accomplished in my life. Whatever His plan is, it is secure. The devil tries but he is unsuccessful. I remember when Jesus’ body laid in the tomb, the devil had the tomb sealed with Caesar’s seal and he had the government set up guards around the tomb to keep Jesus’ body there. But nothing could stop God’s plan. And on the third day, He arose from the tomb because nothing was going to stop God’s plan.

C. I remember King Herod being distraught that the Messiah was born and so he had all male children under the age of 2 killed. But Jesus, Mary and Joseph heard from an angel that they were to flee to Egypt and did as the angel commanded.

C. I remember that Pharaoh didn’t want the Israelites to leave Egypt. But it was God’s plan that they go to the land that God promised Abraham.  And as the waters that were divided returned to their  rightful place, I am sure Pharaoh and all of Egypt wished they didn’t try to fight God’s plan.
C. And God’s plan for your life today – nothing can stop it.  
5. When God does something in my life, I need to stand in awe because His plan is perfect.
Ecclesiastes 3:14 (NKJV) 
14  …that men should fear before Him. 

A. When it talks about fear it is talking about a holy reverence. When God’s plan for your life comes together you just have to stand back and say wow- that could only be God.
B. Have you ever sensed that wow in your life? Today, God want you to sense wow in your life. He tells us that He knows the plans that He has for us plans to prosper us and not to harm us; plans to give us a hope and a future.

Conclusion:

Today, are you struggling with God because you don’t know how He is going to work out that mess in your life. He wants you to trust Him. He can indeed work it out. His plan is perfect. And when He does it all I can say is wow- your plans are so awesome.
