Why don’t I do Spiritual Quality Control work in my life?
Poor Reason #1- I don’t know that much about my Bible. If you have been a Christian for any length of time you should have a good working knowledge of your Bible. Paul got on the Christians at Corinth, having been Christians two years; yet they were still yearning for milk rather than the meat of the Word.  I would not want to embarrass you but can you honestly say that you have read your Bible cover to cover at least one time in your Christian life. If you haven’t, how do you know what you hear is the truth?

Poor Reason #2 –I don’t want to bother God that much. Some of us try to run our lives and only when we get into a mess do we call upon God for help. Our rationale is that God is so busy that I just don’t want to bother Him with the small things of my life that I can handle on my own. And if that is how you feel you are missing the point. God wants to be on the throne of your life. He wants to direct you in the small decisions of life as well as the big decisions of your life. He is definitely not too busy for you.

Poor Reason #3- The message of the world is so very loud and clear. You and I as Christians are to tune out the message of the world and listen to the message of God. However, the message of the world is so very loud and clear and to be honest sometimes the message of God sounds so very faint that I can hardly make out what He is trying to tell me. That’s still no excuse to listen to the world. We have to train ourselves to discern when God is speaking to us.   
Poor Reason #4- I don’t want to give up the way I feel about that person even if it means that I displease God.  Oh yes, it displeases God when people don’t love one another. But it is a warning sign of a more serious problem. Either you are seriously backslidden or you don’t know Jesus as your Savior and you have been deceived in your thinking that you are a Christian.
