And we don’t know what impact her death will have on each one of our lives but her death will indeed impact each one of us.

 What I do know is this:

Trinity Nicole Callender was uniquely made by God in the April’s womb and God loves her. I used presence tense, God loves her, because the second thing I know is:

Trinity Nicole has entered the presence of God.

I know with all my heart that her life as brief as it was, it was not without purpose.

Jeremiah 29:11 (NIV)
