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1. Introduction
1.1. Invitation to rest easy about what the future holds.

1.1.1. Have you been uneasy about something that is suppose to take place in the future? It might be a court hearing that you have to attend for yourself or someone you love and you are not sure of the outcome.

1.1.2. It might be some big meeting at work concerning the possibly of layoffs and you are not sure that you are going to have a job after that meeting.  
1.1.3. I have noticed that people that have gone through the depression are much more uneasy about the future than those who haven’t gone through the depression.

1.1.4. But I would dare say that every one of us in this room has spent many hours of our life concerned about something that will be happening down the road. 

1.2. God wants to take away one of the biggest concerns about the future- the concern about what happens after death. So in our Scripture today He invites us to rest easy about the future.

1.3. John 6:35-40 (NIV) 
35 Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty. 
36 But as I told you, you have seen me and still you do not believe. 
37 All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never drive away. 
38 For I have come down from heaven not to do my will but to do the will of him who sent me. 
39 And this is the will of him who sent me, that I shall lose none of all that he has given me, but raise them up at the last day. 
40 For my Father's will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day." 
2. Body

1. I can rest easy about what the future holds…because Jesus is already actively involved in my life on this side of eternity.
John 6:35 (NIV) 
35 Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty. 

1.1. Hunger and thirst are two basic needs of humanity. By Jesus saying I am the Bread of Life and who believes in me will never be thirsty, He is saying that I have met your most basic needs. In a real sense that need is two dimensional because He meet by spiritual needs but He also meets my physical needs in this life .

1.2. Now if you compare this side of life with eternity which one is greater side? Certainly it is eternity. And so if Jesus meets my needs on the lesser side of life, how much more will Jesus meet my needs on the greater side of life. 

1.3. And so I can rest easy because Jesus meeting my needs now proves He will met my needs in eternity. If Jesus was only gone to met my needs in eternity then I would have to be concerned as to how do I know that He is going to do that for sure
2. I can rest easy about what the future holds…because it takes the Father to draw me to Jesus.
John 6:36-37 (NIV) 
36 But as I told you, you have seen me and still you do not believe. 
37 All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never drive away. 

2.1 We all probably know people who have experienced a miracle of God in their life and still have not turn their life over to God.

2.2 Seeing God do a miracle does not necessarily equate into salvation. There has to be the call of God the Father on your heart and there has to be your coming to God.

2.3 By God the Father getting involved in my salvation I can rest easy because it wasn’t just me wanting to be saved; the Father brought me to Jesus.

2.4 And because of that I can rest easy because it was not me just wanting something so badly that I try to make it happen. Instead, it was God the Father who made it happen.  

John 6:37 (NIV) 
37 All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never drive away. 

3. I can rest easy about what the future holds… because Jesus never gets tired of me.

John 6:37 (NIV) 
37 All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never drive away. 

3.1. You ever had someone who bothers you a whole lot? What do you do? You try to push them away from you.

3.2. No matter how much you go to Him, He never gets tired of you. No matter how much you ask Him for things, He never gets tired of you. No matter how many times you mess up after He just told you the right thing to do, He never gets tired of you.

3.3. I can rest easy because I know Jesus will not push me away.

4. I can rest easy about what the future holds… because Jesus and the Father are on the same page.

John 6:38-40 (NIV) 
38 For I have come down from heaven not to do my will but to do the will of him who sent me. 
39 And this is the will of him who sent me, that I shall lose none of all that he has given me, but raise them up at the last day. 
40 For my Father's will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day." 

4.1 Some large churches have tried the use of co-pastors but that has not worked well because of the power struggle between the two men.

4.2 At work a couple of years ago my school set up a system of two assistant principals. But that has not worked well because whoever these two people are- they seem to always in competition with one another.

4.3 Jesus and the Father are on the same page. There is no competition between them. They both are of the same mind. They both desire that I spend eternity with them.

4.4 So I should rest assured because Jesus and the Father have the same plans for me.
