I Might Be Able to Hide from You But I Can’t Hide from God

Hebrews 4:12-13


Introduction:
Remember growing up playing the game “hide and go seek”. In the game someone goes and hides and then the other person after waiting a few minutes comes looking for them.  If the seeker finds them then they win. If the seeker can not find them then the hider wins.
Now, when it came to my turn to hide, I could find the really good hiding places.  And do you know what’s amazing? That’s a popular children’s game; probably every young kid has played it when they were growing up; but now that we are adults, we still play the game.

We hide things about ourselves from the world; we hide things about ourselves from the people we love; and we attempt to hide things about ourselves from ourselves. 

And what’s so amazing to me is that in our passage of Scripture this morning God tells us that you can not hide anything from Me or My Word.  Me and My Word both know everything that there is about you. 
Now I can easily understand how God knows everything about me. After all, He is God; He always was and will always be. He is the beginning and the End; He is the first and the last; He’s simply God. But His Word, how does it know everything about me? It is not any ordinary word; it is not just letters on a page. Every page of God’s Word from Genesis to Revelation is living and active. When I open a page of God’s Word, it knows me. When I turn the page, the next page knows me.
So both God and His Word know me and so what does that mean to me. And that what the purpose of today’s message is all about: knowing that God and His Word know me what does that mean to me?

Body
1. Because God and His Word know me so well, God knows exactly where the spiritual cancers are in my life that need to be removed and He can remove them.

Hebrews 4:12 (NIV) 
12 For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 

A. One of the worst phrases that I think you could possibly hear from your medical doctor is “I am so sorry, but your cancer is in a place that is inoperable and we just can’t get to it and there is nothing more we can do for you.”

B. A scalpel in the hands of God and I will promise you this. You will never hear from that little small voice in your heart which is the Holy Spirit of God that I am sorry there is nothing Me and My Father can do to help you.

C. I don’t care whatever your spiritual cancer is God can get to it and God can cut it out. I have seen God change the life of an alcoholic; I have seen Him change the life of a drug addict; I have seen Him change a marriage that was on the brink of disaster and make it a strong marriage. I have seen Him save the life of a young boy and a young girl that was contemplating suicide.
D. What it is in your life today, that I am calling a spiritual cancer? God can get to it and God can remove it if you just let Him.

2. Because God and His Word know me so well, the path that my life travels is specifically designed by God for me.
Hebrews 4:12 (NIV) 
12 For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 

A. God knows the thoughts of my heart. God knows the attitudes of my heart. God knows my heart. So if He knows my heart then isn’t He the best one to provide the path for my life.

B. Should I home school my children? For some of us the answer will be “yes” and for some of us the answer will be “no”.  You have to get with God because He knows your heart and He is able to give you the best path for your life.

C. Should you accept the promotion at work? For some of us the answer will be “yes” and for some of us the answer will ne “no”. You have to get with God because He knows your heart and what that promotion might do to you and so He is able to give you the best path for your life.

D. Should I go into the ministry? For some of us the answer might be “yes” and for some of us the answer might be “no”. God knows your heart and so He knows the reasons why you would consider entering the ministry and so He knows the best path your life could take and for some of us it may not be ministry. 

E. Whatever decision that you have to make it would be foolish to make it without God.
3. Because God and His Word know me so well, it is obvious that He must love me because He has seen me at my best of times but He has also seen me at my worst.
Hebrews 4:13 (NIV) 
13 Nothing in all creation is hidden from God's sight...
A. As preacher, most of you have seen me one way- that good preacher side of me. But there is the other side of me that you don’t see. But by the same token I generally only see one side of you and I know that you have another side just like me. 
B. But I realize that we try not to reveal the other side of ourselves out of fears that if you see the other side of me that you might not love me or if I see the other side of you that I might not love you.

C. But God He has seen both side of me. He has seen me on my best of days and He has seen me on my worst of days and it is obvious that He still loves me in despite of that. Didn’t He get on the cross and die for me knowing even that after He did all that for me that I am still going to have those bad days.

D. So is it a really bad thing that God knows everything about me if He loves me anyway? No, it is actually a sense of comfort because I can be real with God.  I don’t have to be fake it because He knows both the good and bad sides of me.

4. Because God and His Word know me so well, I should not take for granted His holiness or His desire for me to be holy.
Hebrews 4:13 (NIV) 
13 Nothing in all creation is hidden from God's sight. Everything is uncovered and laid bare before the eyes of him to whom we must give account. 

A. When I realize that God knows me so well and I know that He still loves me then there might be a tendency for me take for grant His holiness.

B. Let me give you an example. I know Anne loves me and I love Anne and unfortunately there are those times that I might take her for granted because we are so familiar with one another. For  

example, I may hold the door open at the department store for a stranger but if Anne is walking behind me I might forget to hold it open for her.

C. God says don’t ever forget that I love you but I am also a  Holy God and that one day you are going to have to give an account of your life to Me. Don’t confuse that I love you with the idea I am lowering my standard for you. I am still a Holy God.

D. So there is a sense that I should be open and real which God but there is also a sense by which I should stand in awe of His holiness. Those people who can find that balance become the dynamite Christians.
Have you found that balance? Let us pray!
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
