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1. The Second Passover is a lot harder for the people to take because they have been in wilderness now for a year. VERSES 1-5

A. The First Passover they were coming out of Egypt to go to the Promised Land.  But now they have been in the wilderness a year. It is going to be a lot harder to celebrate Passover having to eat dust all year.

B. Why celebrate the Passover? It is evidence that the people of God saw the deliverance power of God.


C. Who was to celebrate it? All the Israelites.


D. The counterpart in the New Testament is Communion because it is there that the people of the New Testament see the deliverance of God. 


E. Here is my point if you are a child of God and you refuse to participate in Communion, God is not pleased. He is displeased if you take it an unworthy matter and He is displeased it you chose not to take it at all.

F. The Passover was to be done at the appointed time and not the convenient time. Our problem is that we try to do things God wants at the convenient time and not the required time.


G. And in spite of all their grumbling about wanting to go back to Egypt and in spite of being in the desert a year they did exactly as God had said.

2. There are times that my relationship with God through prayer and his word has not answered my question and so Moses wait still I find out from the Lord. VERSES 6-9

A. It made someone unclean to see or touch a human corpse. The Jews had a great fear amount the human body being left exposed that they would have an obligation to bury making that person unclean.


B. So the question is asked: what do those people do that are unclean on the day that the Passover is to be celebrated? 


C. Moses did not know the answers so he tells the people wait till hear what is to happen concerning you.


D. We are not told how long Moses had to wait for an answer but I know it could not be more than 14 days. God spoke to Moses on the 1st of the month and the Passover would be on the 14th. So they would need to know before the Passover. God has an answer for you but can you stand still until I hear from Him.
3. God makes provisions for our circumstances but God does not provision for our isolation. Verses 10-13

A. God makes provision for circumstances that are out of the control of the individual. They were to celebrate the Passover on the 14th day of the second month.

B. But God does not make provision for isolation. When I chose to withhold my fellowship, the people was being cut off from the people. That was a very serious sin.

C. The New Testament equivalent is :Hebrews 10:25 (NKJV) 
25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day approaching. 

D. God makes a provision for the stranger that he would celebrate it with the Jews if he so desires. So in essence God was opening up his salvation for everyone even in the Old Testament. If Peter would have look at his Old Testament he would not have had such a big problem with the Gentiles coming to know Christ.

4. The people are lead by an external direction from God. VERSES 15-23

A. The cloud that led them by day and fire by night came to dwell over the Tabernacle.  When the cloud moved away from the Tabernacle it was a sign to move. And where the cloud settled they would set up the Tabernacle.


B. We are blessed today because we have internal direction. We are blessed that we don’t have to assembly and take down the Tabernacle. The Tabernacle goes with us.

C. They were obedient to God even if it was frustrating to them.
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
