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1. Korah was the cousin of Moses. Amram and Izhar were brothers. Korah had Dathan and Abiram on his side along with 250 renowned leaders of the congregation.
2. Did the rebellion started suddenly? Probably not.  It probably began when the cousin, Aaron, rather than Korah was picked to be the chief priest. Look at vs. 11- They are complaining about the role of Aaron.

3. Their complaint: Moses gets the glory job and no body else does. Interestingly, Korah had an important job because his family carried the Ark of the Covenant. Numbers 4.
4. In verse 4, Moses falls on his face but it is different from Numbers 14:5.  In Numbers 14 he was yielding to the people. In Numbers 16 he is yielding to God.

5. In verse 6, Korah forgot what had happening to Aaron’s two sons who used false fire before the Lord.

6. In verses 8&9, Moses reminds Korah that God had given you a special job.

7. In vs.11 Dathan & Abiram refuse to come talk with Moses.

8. God wanted to consume the congregation but Moses falls on his face this time to save the congregation.

9. The earth opens up and swallows the men and their families and their possessions.
10. Eleanzar takes the 250 censers, scatters the ashes a distance away and hammered out the censors as a covering for the altar.

11. The next day the congregation complained against Moses and Aaron that you have killed the holy people of God.

12. The cloud appears and the Lord wants judgment on the people.  Moses tells Aaron to run among the people because the plague has come out from God. 

13. But the time it was over 14,700 died.
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
