Relationship of Israel to Canaan

Deuteronomy 7:1-26


The Study:
1. God to deliver into Israel’s hands seven nations that occupy the Promised Land.                     Deuteronomy 7:1 (NIV) 
1 When the LORD your God brings you into the land you are entering to possess and drives out before you many nations--the Hittites, Girgashites, Amorites, Canaanites, Perizzites, Hivites and Jebusites, seven nations larger and stronger than you—

a. They are to totally destroy them; make no treaty with them; show them no mercy.
Deuteronomy 7:2 (NIV) 
2 and when the LORD your God has delivered them over to you and you have defeated them, then you must destroy them totally. Make no treaty with them, and show them no mercy. 

Lesson: Satan is truly the anti-Christ. God has his seven churches in the book of revelation. Satan has his seven nations in Deuteronomy. God tells them to make no treaty in Deuteronomy. Satan makes a treaty in the Book of Revelation. God wants the Israelites to destroy these nations in Deuteronomy. Satan wants Israel to make peace with the nations in Revelations.
2. God knows Israel is not going to do what He has told them to do even before He tells them. Think about it there will be no need for verse 3 if they do verse 2 and totally destroy them. 
a. In verse 4 God is even going to tell them the consequences of not doing what He has told them to do.
Deuteronomy 7:4 (NIV) 
4 for they will turn your sons away from following me to serve other gods, and the LORD's anger will burn against you and will quickly destroy you. 

Lesson: we are not to compromise with the enemy because there are always negative consequences to us. 
3. The Israelites are to break down their altars; smash their sacred stones; cut down their Asherah poles and burn their idols.
Deuteronomy 7:5 (NIV) 
5 This is what you are to do to them: Break down their altars, smash their sacred stones, cut down their Asherah poles and burn their idols in the fire. 

Lesson: God wants nothing to do with false gods. Satan on the hand wants to sit in the Sanctuary of God. Satan does not mind using God’s things but God hates using Satan’s things.
4. In verse 6 Moses tells the people that there has to be that separation from the world. Peter picks up that idea in 
1 Peter 2:9-10 (NIV) 
9 But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. 
10 Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy. 
5. Moses then gets side tracked in verses 7-15. We called that chasing rabbits. Preachers do it. But he tells us some important things.

a. Vs 7 God does not choose the way that we chose. Think about it- God chose to be God of the fewest people not the most. We would have probably chosen the most because the way we chose and the way God chooses is different.
1 Samuel 16:7 (NIV) 
7 But the LORD said to Samuel, "Do not consider his appearance or his height, for I have rejected him. The LORD does not look at the things man looks at. Man looks at the outward appearance, but the LORD looks at the heart." 
b. Vs8- God loves us;

c. Vs 8 God keeps His Word and therefore He is a Faithful God.
d. Vs 11-15 We have to keep His Word to receive His benefits.
6. Don’t let fear stop you.
Deuteronomy 7:17-19 (NIV) 
17 You may say to yourselves, "These nations are stronger than we are. How can we drive them out?" 
18 But do not be afraid of them; remember well what the LORD your God did to Pharaoh and to all Egypt. 
19 You saw with your own eyes the great trials, the miraculous signs and wonders, the mighty hand and outstretched arm, with which the LORD your God brought you out. The LORD your God will do the same to all the peoples you now fear. 

7. Now, we find the cost of the 2 ½ tribes staying on the wrong side of the Jordan.
a. Manasseh- 52,700 (1/2/ of that tribe)
b. Gad 40,500
c. Reuben 43,730  
d. That’s 110,580 who did not go into the Promised Land.
e. Instead of taking the land in whole they had to take the land little by little so the wild animals would not multiply. 
Deuteronomy 7:22-23 (NIV) 
22 The LORD your God will drive out those nations before you, little by little. You will not be allowed to eliminate them all at once, or the wild animals will multiply around you. 
23 But the LORD your God will deliver them over to you, throwing them into great confusion until they are destroyed. 

8. The devil loves to use things that catch our eye and draw our attention to him. Vs. 25
9. The line of first protection has to be the house. vs 26
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
