Today’s sermon comes from Hosea 6:4-6.  It is entitled “Four Signs I haven’t been honest with God about my sin.”


The Bible is quite clear that as Christians we are to confess our sins to God. 1 John 1:9 (NIV) 9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. 


He doesn’t tell us to confess our sins just for the sake of doing it. There are definite benefits to us as Christians in confessing our sins to God.                       However, knowing this, there are Christians that chose not to confess their sins to God.  And there are Christians who confess their sins but they are truly not repentant of their sin.          Well, today Hosea is talking to you. He will give you four consequences of people who are not honest with God about their sin.











Those who are not honest with God don’t maintain a steadfast relationship with Him. 


Communication between God and myself breakdowns when I only go to Him when I need for Him to fix a big mess because I didn’t go to Him and confess my problem when it was just a small mess. Yes, there are Christians that only talk with God when they need to be rescued. 


Those who are not honest with God operate only by their feeling.


There are some Christians who are driven by their feelings. If they don’t feel like confessing a certain sin they won’t. By faith we are to confess all our sins to God.


Those who are not honest with God are rejecting Biblical truth.


It makes sense to me. If God tells me to confess all my sins and I refuse to confess a sin then I am saying some Biblical truth does not apply to me.


Those who not honest with God do busy work for God but don’t spend quality time with Him.
