Bala Chitto
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Today’s sermon comes from Revelation 21: 22-27. It is entitled: “In the Presence of God, There is No Need for Certain Things”. 


When we come into God’s presence we discover there is no need for the sun, the moon or even night time. Things we thought essential to our life we don’t need in the presence of God.


That makes me wonder. God’s presence is in me in the person of the Holy Spirit when I asked Jesus into my life. I wonder if there are some things that I thought I needed to survive; now I no longer need because God lives within me.


I discovered four things that I don’t need in the presence of God.    We will look at them today.














God has challenged our church to 90 days of holy living.





We have got to meet the challenge because the salvation of our families, our friends and co-workers are depending on it.





How is someone going to meet Jesus if he does not meet him through a Christian? God has given us the ministry of reconciling the world to Christ.





How do we do it? The answer is simple: we are to live Holy Lives. The church was added to daily it says in the book of Acts because the apostles chose to live Holy Lives.





It would be horrible to even imagine that someone spent eternity in hell because I didn’t live my live pleasing to God and as result those around me didn’t see Jesus in me.





You see when I got saved the Holy Spirit came to live within me to make me pleasing to God but the Holy Spirit also began a work in me to make my holiness attractive to the world so that they would want to know what I had that they didn’t have. And that opens the door for me to talk with them about Jesus.


If your holiness is not attractive to the world, it is most likely that you are not living for God. You may need to consider a recommitment of your life to God.
