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Today’s sermon comes from Hosea 13:9.  It is entitled “I am trampling on God’s Goodness When…”


The other day at school a student came up to me asking for a dollar. I didn’t have a dollar bill on me so I reached it my pocket to see what change I might have.  I had two quarters and I passed them to the student. The student then preceded to tell me that is not a dollar. And then pushed them back at me telling me that he didn’t need that. He needed a dollar.


I tell you that story because that reminds me of what we do God sometimes. God shares with us through His goodness and sometimes we push it back at Him telling Him we don’t want that. 


Other times we use what God has given us and never give Him credit for giving it to us.


I saw with my own eyes how rude that was when the student pushed the fifty cents back at me. I am going to commit to myself not to do to God the same thing that boy did to me. I am not going to trample on God’s goodness.











I want to share with you this morning from the example of the Israelites how we can sometimes trample upon the goodness of God.  





And then I want you to commit with me that we will make the effort not to trample on God’s Goodness.


I am trampling on God’s goodness when God has lifted me up out of my pit but I want to return to it. 





I am trampling on God’s goodness when I accept God’s blessings but I don’t acknowledge Him as the Giver of the blessing. 


I am trampling on God’s goodness when I don’t want to be different; I want to be like everybody else. 


I am trampling on God’s goodness when I trust more in the promises of this world rather than God’s promises.
