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God tells Moses to make two trumpets of hammered silver.(Verses 1-10)
God loves the trumpet.

Over 50 times in Old Testament mentioned.

Over 10 times in New Testament mentioned.

Twice God’s voice described as a trumpet.

It is always an indication of a proclamation or drawing attention of the people to God’s message to them. The word “trumpet’ means to preach, proclaim, herald or sound.

Five Specific purposes of the trumpet

Gather the people together for fellowship
To communicate that the leadership of the tribes need to gather together.

Direction

Battle

Celebration of Worship

God still calls us to those five areas but now it is not with the sound of the trumpet but with the Holy Spirit of God.
On the 20th day of the second year, the cloud lifted from the tabernacle. As we saw in chapter 9:22 that was an indication for them to move out. (verses 11-28)
They move out from the Desert of Sinai to the Desert of Paran. Sometimes God takes us from one dry place to another dry place before He brings us to a respite. It was a three day journey.

This is the first time that they are going to disassemble the tabernacle and carry it as God had previously instructed them.
God always prepares you before He has you do what He wants you to do.

Judah leads the tribe as they move out. His name means praise. 

Genesis 29:35 (NIV) 
35 She conceived again, and when she gave birth to a son she said, "This time I will praise the LORD." So she named him Judah. Then she stopped having children. 
God has specific orders as to how they were to travel. God is a God of order and not of confusion.

Moses asks Hobab too make the journal with him. (vs. 29-31)
We know him as Jethro not Hobab. It was not uncommon to have more than one name.  For example Abram and Abraham; Sarai and Sarah; Judah and Israel.
FIRST, did they really need a guide? No one knew the dangers of the Sinai crossing more than did the God of Israel. So why did Moses tell Jethro that he could be their eyes.

Second, this passage warns of how strong the ties between families  over choosing God.  He would rather go back home then go with the people of God.

Moses tells Jethro that He will benefit from what God gives Israel.

Matthew 10:40-41 (NIV) 
40 "He who receives you receives me, and he who receives me receives the one who sent me. 
41 Anyone who receives a prophet because he is a prophet will receive a prophet's reward, and anyone who receives a righteous man because he is a righteous man will receive a righteous man's reward. 

It was a three day journey . Assuming about 20 miles a day then there first venture was about 60 miles.
Remember the cloud was with them at day and the fire was with them by night.

Moses prayed a prayer whenever he arose  and whenever he went to bed.

The people were being pretty faithful but now they are tested and we are going to see start going down hill quickly.
