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This chapter deals with three aspects of purity in the camp.

I. Those That Need to Leave the Camp

A. Three groups of people are to leave the camp.


1. The person who has some type of skin disease including leprosy.


2. The person who had any type of discharge from their body.


3. The person who touched a dead body.

B. The purpose that they needed to leave is that the camp will not be defiled.

C. As we saw in Leviticus there was away to reenter the camp and that was through the actions of the priest.

II. Those that Need to make Restitution

A. To wrong someone else makes a person unfaithful to God and that must be confessed as sin.

B. The one who wronged is to make full restoration plus 20%. If no relatives are available then it is given to the priest along with the ram that is given for atonement.

III. Those wife that might be unfaithful

A. The first question is what about the husband. Remember in Leviticus the man or woman found in adultery is to be stoned to death.

B. This deals with the spirit of jealousy because God places an importance on domestic relationships. Christianity is important at home. We must have the proper attitudes within our homes.
C. This passage tells us that God can look into the heart and lives of every human being.

D. This exercise creates a tender conscious and a healthy fear of God.

E. The purpose of this exercise is to restore healthy relationships.
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
